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Pendle & Burnley District Angling Association
Constitution 2026
1. Title
The club shall be known as Pendle & Burnley District Angling Association, and shall be affiliated to the Angling Trust
2. Objectives
To promote the sport of fishing at all levels, providing opportunities for recreation and competition.
3. Memberships
Membership of the club shall be open to anyone paying the current membership fee.
There shall be a minimum of 6 membership options
· Full
· OAP / Disabled
· Junior (13-16 years)
· U 13’s (the club shall offer free fishing to all under 13 years of age)
· Student
· Honorary

4. Expulsion of members
Members of the club whose conduct is inappropriate or have not abided by club rules or bylaws, may be excluded or suspended from the club. This will be decided at a meeting of the committee, and any memberships fees will be forfeited. Members have the right to appeal in person to the committee regarding any decision about themselves but must give notice in writing to the secretary no more than 7 days after notification of the decision.
5. Executive Officers
The officers of the club shall be as follows
PRESIDENT – nonexecutive officer, honorary position
CHAIRPERSON
VICE CHAIRPERSON
SECRETARY
TREASURER
6. Election of officers
All officers of the club should be elected at the annual general meeting and are elected for a period of five years. They may be re-elected to the same office or another the following year. 
7. General Committee
The affairs of the club shall be controlled by a general committee, comprising of the executive officers and up to 15 other members. Members of the general committee shall be appointed by the executive officers. The general committee shall meet at agreed intervals, not less than 4 times per year.
8. Duties of the general committee
To control club affairs on behalf of members. To keep accurate financial records through the treasurer, these should be available for inspection by members at the AGM. To maintain a current bank account with following officers authorized to sign cheques and access banking, Treasurer, chairperson & vice chairperson. 
To make decisions daily by way of a majority vote. In case of equal votes, the chairperson shall have the deciding vote. 
9. Trustees
There shall be no less than 2 and no more than 3 trustees of the club. Trustees shall hold office until death, resignation or removal from office by vote of the general committee. All property of the club including leases, shall be vested in the trustees, to be dealt with by them as directed by the general committee. The trustees shall be indemnified out of all assets of the club against any risk of expense in pursuance of the office and shall be insured. 
The trustees shall have their own powers to enter in to leases or to purchase fisheries and property and to sell or relinquish the sale on behalf of members.
10. AGM
The annual general meeting of the club shall be held in June each year, where the club finances and yearly reports will be discussed. There will be a special interim meeting in January each year to agree ticket prices and rule changes for the upcoming season. Notice of the meeting shall be provided in membership books, on the clubmate app, posted on the club’s social media pages & on the club website. 
Members must advise the club in writing of any business to be motioned. This should be emailed to the club email, pbdaacommittee@hotmail.com no less than 14 days before the meeting. 
The format of the annual general meeting or special meeting shall be
· Confirm the minutes from previous agm and any special meetings held
· Chairperson’s greeting and annual report
· Treasurers financial report providing audited accounts for inspection
· Review ticket prices and rules for the new season and agree on any changes
· Elect officers of the club
· Any other business
Members should be encouraged to refer other items to the general committee and keep only important issues for the agm or special meeting. 
Members may nominate candidates for the general committee, including officers, this must be done in writing within the required time, and all nominations must be seconded by another full member. 
Decisions made at the annual general meeting or any special meeting will be by way of a majority vote. In the event of an equal vote, the chairperson shall have the deciding vote. Each full member shall be entitled to one vote. 
A quorum for a general meeting shall be 1 full member of the club, at least 2 of the executive officers and 4 other officers of the club. 
The general committee may call a special meeting at any time they deem necessary, providing members with at least 14 days’ notice via the club’s social media pages. A special meeting may be called by members. This must be done in writing by email to the club email, pbdaacommittee@hotmail.com and from no less than 20 full members of the club. The general committee should organize this within 21 days of receipt of the notice. 
11. Alterations to the constitution
Any proposed alteration to the club constitution shall be done at the agm or special meeting. Changes must be proposed by a full member of the club and seconded by another. Any changes must be approved by a majority vote. In the event of an equal vote, the chairperson shall have the deciding vote. 
12. Dissolution
If a proposal to dissolve the club is received, the general committee shall call a special meeting within 1 month to discuss and vote on the proposal. To pass the motion, a majority of two thirds is required. The general committee shall proceed to realize the assets of the club and discharge all debts and liabilities. Remaining assets shall not be paid or distributed amongst members of the club but shall be given or transferred to another voluntary organization or club. 
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
